The intentions of the leadership and the faculty are to continually enhance the unique nature of the Amesbury Innovation High School with the most innovative practices for an alternative high school. According to the DESE, a high needs student is one that is “designated as either low income, economically disadvantaged, ELL, former ELL, or a student with disabilities.” Currently 100% of the students at AIHS are designated as high needs. The high needs population is growing in Amesbury: the elementary school has 45% high needs students while the middle school has 38%. AIHS needs to continue to grow as the high needs population continues to increase. Keeping students in Amesbury to receive their high school education, as opposed to sending students to out of district placements, is not only economically more feasible, it is also better for our students.
