At the end of the 1st Quarter your child will be able to do the following: 
-Work with Transformations.  Which includes: Translations, Reflections, Rotations and Dilations.
-Evaluate Expressions with Integer Exponents.
-Work with Scientific Notation. 
-Perform operations with integers and positive and negative numbers in fraction form.
-Evaluate expressions using the correct order of operations.
-Identify similar and congruent figures.
-Recognize equivalent expressions.
-Substitute a value for the variable and evaluate an expression.
-Solve equations in the form of ax+b=c.
-Begin to take a graph or table of values and write the equation it represents.

At the end of the 2nd Quarter your child will be able to do the following:
-Be proficient at recognizing the relationship between graph/table/equation/word problems for both linear and non-linear functions.
-Identify tables/equations/graphs as functions or non-functions.
-Solve linear functions.
-Solve systems of equations.
-Perform operations with positive and negative numbers in decimal form.  
-Understand and work with percentages.



At the end of the 3rd Quarter your child will be able to do the following: 
-Derive and work with the Pythagorean Theorem.
-Identify real numbers as rational or irrational.
-Estimate the approximate value of an irrational number.
-Become more proficient working with functions.
-Create scatterplots and draw trend lines.
-Find the equation of a trend line and use the equation to make predictions.
-Solve equations, including those with absolute value.

At the end of the 4th Quarter your child will be able to do the following: 
-Recognize angle relationships in parallel lines and triangles.
-Find the volumes of cylinders, cones and spheres.
-Set up and work with two-way frequency tables.  
-Demonstrate proficiency on all standards addressed during the school year.
