Animal Farm – Project 
 For your project for your book, you will be creating an accordion book.  This book will be a reflection of your ideas from Animal Farm and how you believe it relates to the actual events in Russia/USSR from 1900 through 1953 and the death of Josef Stalin.  
Your accordion book will highlight your character and follow him throughout the book.  Let it tell a story about how your character changes throughout the book and their final scenes.  Give a prediction of how their life will turn out after the book ends.  This is your interpretation and it really cannot be wrong as long as it can pinpoint their development through quotes and scenes.  It should be at least 8 pages (including the front and back covers) in length.  Your cover should be a unique representation of what you have within!  Give it a title, make it eye-catching.  This time your name will go on the front, you are the author!
Your “mini” book, which you will sew within your book, should be at least 6 pages front to back.  It should be approximately half the size of the regular book you have created.  It should contain the real life person that you believe your character is based on.  It should contain quotes or hints from the book that were the reasons you chose this character. It should have at least one picture of that person in real life.  The quotes, descriptions from the book, and reasons for your assessment are the most important.  You should have a minimum of 5.
