College Prep Curriculum Work
The purpose of these assignments is to: 

· Open up the eyes of the students to informational literature that you can connect to history that is not written in text book form.
· Show students how to pick out differences and similarities between different articles

· Learn how to make connections between what they are learning in their history course of study and what is happening today.

For each assignment the students will choose two full stories from an UpFront magazine and read both then fill out the appropriate form.  This will be followed by a class discussion of what they learned in the articles they read.

Each form should be filled out as follows:

Main Points    -       Put the title of each article read at the top of each column.




List at least 3 main points from each article

Connections   -       Make at least one connection to what we are presently studying, two if you can see more than one. 

Similarities    -       List at least 3 things that the articles had in common.  Make sure you stick to the story lines and not the spelling or grammar.

Differences   -       List at least 3 things that made the stories very different.  Make sure you stick to the story lines and not the spelling or grammar.

All answers should be written in complete sentences!
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
