Honors Curriculum – Outside Reading – Quarter 3 2016
Both Honors Students and College Prep students cover the same curriculum. In order to get Honors credit you are required to do additional work within the Modern World History Course.  Tests and classroom work is done at a more accelerated pace and the degree of difficulty is always higher.  

The following is your outside reading assignment for Quarter 3 – Frankenstein by Mary Shelley.  This book was chosen because it gives a good view of some of the major aspects of our course of study – the changes in 19th century Europe as a result of the Industrial Revolution.  You will be required to complete the reading by March 21, 2016.  You will then take a test based on the novel.  

· There will be periodic discussions of the book with your teacher, please check your weekly packets for the times and be prepared.  You will have approximately 2 months to complete reading the book.
· You will also complete a project based on the book. This project will be due in class on Monday March 28, 2016.  
· You will have a character analysis based on the book.  This will be due in class on Wednesday March 30, 2016.

· All of these assignments are given well in advance of their due dates.  As a result if they are turned in late there will be a 10 point reduction in grade for each day.
