Weekly Project – French Revolution
You will create a magazine cover for any of the people who were main leaders in The French Revolution or anyone who was a world leader who attended the Congress of Vienna. 

Your magazine cover will contain the following:
· A picture of your leader/ruler

· A title for your magazine

· The date, volume, and issue number of your magazine

· A main article heading that goes with the picture and is related to the time period during the French Revolution or Napoleon’s Rule (1789 to 1815)
· 4 sub headings of different articles that cover something in that person’s life, their part in either the French Revolution or the Congress of Vienna, something about their beliefs, an accomplishment of theirs
This should be done on an 8 ½ by 11 inch paper and mounted on a piece of construction paper of similar size.

You may find examples of magazine covers in our classroom or in the library.  It may be either computer generated or drawn free hand.  Remember the aim of a magazine is to put out information and to entice readers to buy your magazine.
