Reading Log Instructions:
1) You are to complete one Reading Log for each chapter of the book. The R.L.s will be checked for homework on their due dates and used to facilitate discussions; the complete log (13 entries) will be collected at the end of the unit for a final grade.
2) Reading Logs will take the form of a triple entry system (one page with 3 columns). They must be hand written, and are to be completed DURING the readings. Each entry will be on a separate sheet of paper and include the following information: your name, the date, the class period, and the chapter number.  The first column will be headed What the Book Says; the second column will be headed What I Say; the third column will be headed My Questions. Each column will have a minimum of three different items. For instance, the first column may contain a quote, a summary, and a note on a portion of reading. Each entry must show thought and consideration in its choice – in other words, SIGNIFICANCE. For each of these items, there will be a corresponding entry in the second and third columns as a REFLECTION about whatever is written in the first column.
3) Content of each column will vary per individual student, but the structure will follow the same guidelines. See below to get ideas of what each column could contain:
What the Book Says: This section’s purpose is to record textual observations and data. You may do this through the recording of a combination of significant/meaningful quotations, textual notes, summaries, etc. 
What I Say: This section’s purpose is to evaluate what you have noted in the first column. This can include personal observations, connections, interpretations, and exploration inquiry (questions with possible answers). This is NOT a place to rephrase or “explain” the text.
My Questions: This section is to develop insightful questions based on the content of the first two columns. This is a “wondering” that you have no concrete answer to – these are not “yes” or “no” questions; rather, they are reflective questions that require investigative and interpretive responses. You do not have to formulate an answer; these will be used to facilitate group discussions.
