1. Objective:  Use music to show understanding of conflicts, antagonists, and plot events for Books 9-16 of The Odyssey.

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Music creation time:  You will have two 45-minute blocks to allow for discussion, planning, and creation. 

1. Presentation:  You will perform your group’s musical piece for the class.  Then, you will explain how your choice of form, tone, and materials connect to the text.

1. Writing:   You will write your own reflection on the process during class time.  In addition, you will respond to essential-question prompts on the teacher’s website for homework.

1. Specific directions:
4. After reading Books 9-16 of The Odyssey, you will work in small groups to create a piece of music that depicts these prominent middle story elements:  conflicts, antagonists, and plot events.
4. You will spend time in discussion, analyzing the hero’s conflicts, antagonists, and the major plot events of this middle section of the epic (tales of Troy, Lotus Eaters, Cyclops, Aeolus, Circe, Tiresias, Sirens, Scylla & Charybdis, Calypso, and so on).
4. You will use your song-writing skills and will incorporate various sounds (hopefully use some instruments from home) to depict the adversities and plot of the middle section of The Odyssey.  You may choose to create a rap, rock recording, children’s song, country tune, instrumental piece, etc.  
4. Use the content of the epic to make purposeful choices regarding your musical piece’s format, tone, lyrics, and sounds.
4. You will write responses to essential questions in blog format on the teacher’s website for homework and will write reflection paragraphs about the process in the computer lab.

· Grading:   On the reverse side is the scoring rubric, which includes both music standards and English standards.
