The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn
Final Project Options

Create a map of the Mississippi: On a poster board, draw a map of Huck and Jim’s journey down the river, be detailed and specific and true to both geography and to the novel.  Plot where major events in the novel took place.  You must plot at least five events.  While you don’t need to be the best artist, your work must be neat and colorful.  You must include a “one-pager” that explains why each of your five events were important to the novel.

Draw a graphic novel: Take the most important chapter(s) from the book and turn it/them into a comic book. Your comic book must be at least 8 pages long. While you don’t need to be the best artist, your work must be neat and colorful.   You must include a “one-pager” explaining why you chose this chapter, and why you feel that it is the most important in the book.

Create a diorama: In a shoe box, depict what you thought was the most important scene from the novel.  You must write a “one-pager” explaining why you chose that scene and depicted it the way you did.

Create a soundtrack: Create a soundtrack consisting of ten songs that you think would be fitting for this novel.  You must create a CD cover with an illustration and a back that includes a song list.  You must also write one paragraph (at least five sentences) explaining why you chose each song and what scene you can envision the song being played to.  Please burn a copy of the CD, or make a playlist on your iPod, so you can play parts of the songs to the class when presenting.

Write a song: Write a song with a chorus and three verses that you will perform to the class.  Your song must reflect plot and theme.  Please write a one-pager describing why you wrote the song the way you did and why you chose the scenes/themes you did.

Write an extension to the conclusion: Write a two-three page extension to the conclusion of Huck Finn.  Use the style of Mark Twain. Write a one-pager explaining why you wrote the ending the way that you did and how/where you tried to mimic Twain’s style.

Group option (3-4 people)

Act out a scene/Create a movie: Rewrite a scene from the novel or a shortened version of the novel as a whole in a script.  Perform for the class or record as a movie.  Each group member must write a one-pager describing his or her role in the process and reasons for decisions made in the selection of the scene and the writing/performance of the script.
