The Scarlet Letter: Final Project Options
A

INDIVIDUAL

Soundtrack
Your job is to create a soundtrack for The Scarlet Letter.  You must choose ten songs and write a paragraph for each explaining where in the story you could imagine the song playing and why you chose it.  Songs should be in chronological order.  You must also design an original CD cover.  If possible, burn the CD itself or create a playlist on your iPod to bring in during your presentation.

Character Journal
Write a journal from the perspective of one of the characters in the novel.  You must have at least five entries of roughly 150 words each.  Make your journal look as authentic as possible and used specific details from the story.

Song
Write and perform a song about The Scarlet Letter.  Your song must include at least three verses and a chorus. 

Sequel
Write a sequel to the novel. You may focus on one character in particular or all remaining. You should try to mimic the style of Hawthorne.  Your sequel should be 750-1000 words. You must include a cover with the sequel’s title, author, and an image. 

Artwork
Create an artistic representation (painting, 3D design, etc.) of a scene from the novel, a character, or an important idea.  You must include a one-pager describing the artwork, explaining what it portrays , and discussing why you selected to depict it. 

GROUP

The Confessional
Use “the confessional” premise of reality TV to create a video.  Each member in your group should be a different character in the story and should go to the “confessional” at least five times and share internal thoughts that they are having about the action of the story or other characters in the story.  Each group member must type a one-page reflection explaining why they had their character say what he/she did and explaining how their group worked together.

Movie
Choose the most interesting scene(s) of the novel to turn into a movie.  You may also do an abbreviated version of the entire movie.  Your movie should be between 6-10 minutes long. Each group member must type a one-pager explaining choices made during the filming and his/her role in the group work.


If you have another idea that would demonstrate creativity, critical thinking skills, and your understanding of the novel, you can propose that to me.
