On the weeks when you are not leading the seminar, here are your responsibilities:
1. During the week leading up to the seminar, watch the TEDTalk and complete an evaluation form. This will count as a homework grade.
2. During the seminar, you will be assigned in the inner or outer circle.
3. Inner circle members are expected to participate in the seminar discussion. You will be graded on participation.
4. Outer circle members will have assigned roles tracking the seminar discussion.
5. Outer circle members will be expected to participate in the blog about the TEDTalk that will be posted on the day of the seminar and moderated by the discussion leaders. The blog will be open from Wednesday-Sunday. You are expected to make at least one 150-200 word initial response and one roughly 50 word response to a classmate. This will count as a blog grade.
