SOURCE CARD EXAMPLE
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*Once you find a legitimate source, do a source card right away. IF you find no author or editor, don’t panic. Just begin your source card with the title of the article, book, etc. depending upon what your source is. If you get stuck, see me. 

*Each new source gets a new source card. Please place the number the source is in the top, right hand corner of the card. All cards that come from this source get a number “1” in the top, right hand corner.

*A source will not be accepted until this card is completed. 

*Be aware that not all internet sources or reference books have authors. Look for an editor. If you find an editor,  place “ed.” after the person’s name.

NOTE CARD EXAMPLE
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*Notice that there is a number “1” in the top, right hand corner. This tells me that this card came from source “1”.
*Notice the number “54” in the bottom, right hand corner. This tells me what page this information came from. It is essential that you put the page number(s) down in this spot. You will need to reference the pages in your paper. A card will not be accepted unless this number is seen.

*Notice how the card has been filled. I decided that I wanted to directly quote from the book. You can too, as long as you place “  “ around the exact words you take. Not doing this is considered plagiarism. (
*Remember that when you do a card, write neatly. It will help in the long run. 

*Do not place any numbers in the two, left hand corners. They will be needed later.

*If you summarize or paraphrase information, make sure you still put the page number down.

*If you are quoting a person’s exact words, make sure you tell who the person is and give him/her a title.
