A mandala is an ancient Indian symbol meaning center that conveys the notion that any center is influenced by its circumference and vice versa.  You will color a mandala symbol to represent separate aspects of Jonas’ character and also Jonas as a whole.  Brainstorm a list of words that describe Jonas’ personality.  Refer to the color symbolism chart below to make your choices.  Write about your character analysis in a paragraph.  I DID SAY ONE PARAGRAPH!  (Write a maximum of twelve sentence; it is a challenge to be concise.)

Procedure:  

1. Brainstorm a list of at least 5 character traits for Jonas.
2. Which colors correspond to the character traits you brainstormed?  See the chart below.

3. Color in the mandala symbol.  Choose your colors and the placement of colors carefully.  Think about why you have placed certain colors next to others.  In the margins of the mandala, include a color key (ex.       {white} = peace and harmony). 

4. Write ONE paragraph (12 sentences max.) explaining your choices in color and placement.  Use the third-person point of view and the present tense.  Do not use slang, contractions, or numbers less than one hundred (unless spelled out).  Handwrite or type the paragraph—skip lines or double space.  Staple the paragraph to the mandala, and make sure the FCA’s appear in the upper-left-hand corner of the paragraph’s final draft.
