Directions:  After each reader has read his/her work aloud, switch papers and answer the following questions.  This will be handed in with your final draft.  

1. What is the paper’s title?  Does it make you want to read the paper?

2. Does the introduction “hook” you?  If not, how can the writer improve it?

3. Is the thesis statement the final sentence in the introduction?  (Underline it.)  Does it clearly state why the subject can be considered a creative genius?  

4.  Does the writer include adequate background and/or biographical information about the subject?  If not, what should the person explain?

5.  Does each body paragraph have a strong topic sentence?  

6.  Does each body paragraph have at least two supporting pieces of evidence (either quotes or paraphrased information)?  Does the evidence actually support the claim made in the topic sentence?

7.  ****Are all quotations INCORPORATED, CITED, and ANALYZED?  Point out and edit any that are not!****

8.   Is each piece of evidence clearly attributed to an article on the Works Cited page?  (Remember, generally the author’s last name appears in parentheses or the tag.)  Refer to the MLA handbook or as Mrs. Little if you’re not sure about how to cite something.
9.  Refer to the list of Formal Writing Rules.  Does the writer avoid first and second person?  Avoid contractions and slang?

10.  Is the paper written in MLA format?  (Check margins, font size, heading, pagination, etc.)
11.  Is there a Works Cited page attached?  Is it also double spaced?  Are all entries listed in alphabetical order?

12.  Is the paper free of typos and grammatical errors (like run-ons, usage errors, and slang?)  Feel free to edit these.  

13.  Name two strengths of this paper.  What do you like best?

14.  Name two weaknesses of this paper.  What can be improved?  

15.  Ultimately, did the writer persuade you?  Why or why not?
