Self-check and Proofreading Checklist

Personal Narrative

Really read and think about these—do not just check them off!
Introduction
· Contains an interesting lead

· Begins with conversation, a question, the setting, or a creative description

· Gives a taste of the topic and creates suspense

· Composed of at least five sentences

Body

· Has several paragraphs in chronological order (unless a flashback)

· Connects paragraphs with transition words/phrases (paragraphs indented)

· Incorporates dialogue (conversation either remembered or invented)

· Includes interesting nouns and lively verbs

· Has a personality (style, humor, wit, sarcasm, likeability, or originality)

· Refers to the events in the narrative in the past tense
· Has sensory and action details

Conclusion
· Looks back on the event (story is done being told in the body)

· Summarizes key moments

· Tells what you learned or remember most

· Composed of at least five sentences

Whole Draft
· Does not have run-ons or fragments

· Has capital letters for names, titles, particular places, start of sentences…
· Has commas for pauses, semi-colons for strong pauses, and colons before lists

· Has correct use of there/their/they’re, its & it’s, etc. (the “givens” FCA’s)
· Has good spelling 
· Does not have incorrectly capitalized, punctuated, or tagged dialogue 

· Has used 3-5 vocabulary words (underlined) from our book or from the daily vocabulary words we have learned in class so far this year
· Has five starred sensory details (descriptions of seeing, hearing, smelling, tasting, and touching).
