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· Choose three of the twenty poems that we read in class.  

· Write one journal entry on each of these three poems.  

· Each entry should answer all of the questions below, but do not number the answers.  You are writing a journal entry for each poem (sentences & paragraphs). 

· Each entry should be labeled with the title of the poem and the date.  

· A minimum length for one entry is ten sentences.  

· The beauty is that there are no wrong answers to these questions unless you fail to explain your thoughts with details.  

· Each entry should be kept in the journal section of your binder until due.

· In addition to the three entries explained above, the final page of your journal should include an original poem you write in the same style of one of the poems we read and a neat, colorful illustration to accompany your poem.  

Some styles of poems:  narrative (“Boy at the Window”), catalog (“Daily”), imagery (“The Blessing”), dramatic (“The Seven Ages of Man”), free verse (“Fog”), lyric/ballad (“I Wandered Lonely as a Cloud”), extended metaphor (“Sympathy”), sonnet (“Shall I Compare Thee to a Summer’s Day?”), tone (“Women”), voice (“Legal Alien”), figurative (“Fire and Ice”), haiku (“Haiku”), and concrete (“In Just”).

2.  How does the poem make you feel?  What is your favorite or least 

         
     favorite part of the poem?  Explain.

3.  Do you like the poem as a whole?  Defend your opinion with reasons,

     
     examples, and details.  
4.  What do you think is the most powerful stanza, line, word, or image in 

     this poem?  Why?  Do any figurative language or sound devices stand out?
               Use poetry terminology to analyze the poem briefly.

5.  What color, smell, and/or sound do you associate with this poem?  Why?

*The following are the FCA’s for grading this assignment:
· Three entries are written (20 pts.)

· Each question is answered fully/at least ten sentences per entry (20 pts.)

· Conventions (spelling, capitalization, & punctuation) are not out of control (20 pts.)

· Each entry is legible and organized into paragraphs (10 pts.)

· The theme (not just topic) is expressed, and poetry terms are used.   (10 pts.)

· Final page includes your poem and color illustration, showing time/effort (20 pts.)
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
