Definitions:  

· A soliloquy is a speech when a character is alone onstage and speaks his or her inner thoughts aloud so the audience can understand what the character is feeling.

· Iambic pentameter is a common meter in poetry consisting of unrhymed lines with five feet each.  Each pair of syllables contains an unaccented syllable and an accented syllable.  There are five pairs totaling ten syllables per line of verse.
Purpose:  

· The best way to understand iambic pentameter and the art of the soliloquy is to try your hand at writing your own.  The writing purposes are to inform and entertain.

Directions:

· Re-read Juliet’s soliloquy at the end of Act Three.  Knowing that Juliet is angry with Nurse for suggesting she should marry Paris and forget Romeo, write your own soliloquy from Juliet’s perspective expressing her thoughts and feelings about the recent occurrences.  You may want to include the following:

· Tybalt’s death

· Romeo’s banishment

· Marriage to Paris

· Parents disowning her if she does not marry Paris

· What she will do if Friar Laurence cannot help

· Missing her husband

· What would make her happy right now

· Nurse’s lack of loyalty to her and to Romeo
