I. Vocabulary:  

A. Study the words from Lists 1-4 this semester.  You have packets for each unit with the definitions and exercises to review.  
B. Vocabulary words will appear underlined in sentences.  Be prepared to choose the correct definition.  

C. You are not responsible for re-studying our daily vocabulary words for this exam.  
II.   Grammar:  Subject-verb & Pronoun-antecedent Agreement:  
A. Be able to choose the verb that agrees with subject of the sentence given.  
B. Also, know how pronouns agree with their antecedents in number (singular/plural) and gender (masculine, feminine, or neuter).  
C. Study the typed packet of rules and exercises on subject-verb agreement as well as pronoun-antecedent agreement.

III.   Research: 
A. Be prepared to answer questions on how to write a research paper!
B. Through my website under “Research Paper,” read over the handouts on note taking, parenthetical documentation, works cited, and on how to set up a final draft.

IV.   William Shakespeare:  
A. Be prepared to answer a few questions on our friend Will and on the Elizabethan Age.
B. Study the outline you made for the Shakespeare background articles in the textbook.  Also, study the typed notes on William Shakespeare and Romeo and Juliet. 

V.    Romeo and Juliet:  
A. Study all of the packets (Acts 1-5) and any other activities you completed.
B. Honors:  be prepared to identify several quotations as well.

VI.    West Side Story  
A. You will answer reading comprehension questions on West Side Story.  
B. Look over the bookmark and your own reading record on the novel.  
VII.    Poetry Terms:   
A. Be able to identify examples of poetry devices and to analyze poetry on the exam.
B. You really need to know your poetry terms—study the typed packet of notes and examples.
VIII.    Bean Trees or Shoeless Joe or Between Shades of Gray (Honors):   
A. Honors only:  Be ready to answer some questions on the novel you chose—The Bean Trees or Shoeless Joe or Between Shades of Gray.
B. Review your notes & quotations packets.
IX.     Writing:  Poetry and R & J    (50% of the exam)

This is an important part of the exam!  You will be writing two open responses for the composition portion of the exam.  The first open-response question will ask you to analyze a poem.  The second open-response question will ask you to analyze a passage from Romeo and Juliet.  Your response paragraphs will be scored holistically according to MCAS standards—a high score of 4 for advanced.
A. You must know the literary/poetry terms very well (figurative language, tone, theme…)
B.  Be sure to re-state the question and answer all parts of the question.
C. Provide evidence in the form of facts and direct quotations from the poem or passage.
D. Indent and write 7-10 sentences (including a topic sentence & closing sentence).
