	Illustrations of Plot Climax
Illustrate on art paper the climaxes of the story (at least two), and include three text quotations per climax.  The quotations should highlight the point of each climax in the plot.  The placement of the quotes is up to you.  
	Web Advertisement
Create a single webpage to advertise the book to consumers.  What information, descriptions, and art would help sell the book?  Any information included must be in your own words.  Print or email the page to me.
	Setting Designs
Help to design a movie version of the book by sketching and describing the set locations.  Include drawings of at least three settings in the book.  Next to each setting add a written description of 2-3 sentences.

	Movie Script
Turn a chapter or an important scene into a script for a play or movie.  Be certain to identify the name of each character speaking.  Do not lift lines from the text; create your own.  This should be two typed pages at the most.
	Narrative Poem
Compose a narrative poem about themes or characters in the book.  Re-tell the story in lines of poetry (not prose), and use figurative language and other poetry devices.  Write at least 20 lines and illustrate the poem.
	Missing Scene
Write a “missing” scene that would add something new to any part of the plot of your book. Or, write an alternative scene that revises and replaces a scene that already exists in the book.  Write no more than 1-2 typed pages.

	Test on Book
Create a challenging test on the setting, plot, characters, and themes in your book.  Write a variety of questions that test more than just facts.  Include an answer key!  The test must be typed and contain at least 20 questions.
	Literary Venn Diagram
Design a detailed Venn diagram (on large paper) comparing and contrasting two characters from your book or one character from your book and one character from another book.  Add a drawing around the diagram.
	Conflicts Chart
Select two major conflicts in the story (human vs. human, human vs. him/herself, human vs. society, human vs. nature).  Make a T-chart listing the conflicts and five text quotations that serve as evidence for each conflict.  Add a drawing.
