Final Exam Quarter 2 (First Semester)

College-preparatory English
Objective Part of the Exam:

1. Part One:  Vocabulary, Word Choice, and Spelling
· Review daily vocabulary words for quarter two (beginning in early November) in the vocab. section of your binder.  Look at words often confused, in particular.

· Review the second-quarter vocab. packets (Lists 5, 6, and 7).
· Review your list of fifty spelling words!

2. Part Two:  Grammar and Mechanics
· Review the eight parts of speech.  Be able to identify nouns, verbs, adverbs, etc. 

· Be able to locate the subject and verb of a sentence.  See your notes/c.w. & h.w.

· Be able to label complements:  direct obj., indirect obj., predicate nom. & predicate adj.

· Review the punctuation notes and exercises.  Be most familiar with the comma, semi-colon, colon, and apostrophe.  

3. Part Three:  Literary terms and Poetry terms

· Identify and apply your knowledge of setting, theme, irony, allusion, etc.  See notes on literary terms.
· Identify and apply your knowledge of alliteration, simile, personification, etc.  See notes on poetry terms.
4. Part Four:  Literature

· Review information on The Call of the Wild.
· Review information about your literature circle book  (Night, Cold River, Twisted, The Messenger, Speak, or If I Stay).
· Review information on “The Necklace.”
Essay Part of the Exam:

You will write a multi-paragraph essay for this examination.  You will be required to write about a character from one of the pieces of literature this year (short stories or books).
· Be familiar with the main characters of the literature we have covered this year so far:  Esperanza, Buck, John Thornton, Rainsford, Madame Loisel, Della, Helen, Annie, Jonas, the Giver, and the main characters in the literature circle book you read.  
· Be prepared to write a creative introductory paragraph for your essay.  End the introductory paragraph with a thesis statement.  
· Do not use personal pronouns (I, me, we, you)!  
· This is formal writing:  do not use slang or contractions; spell out numbers less than one hundred; do not use personal pronouns.  
· The body paragraphs will have text details as “proof” in your argument.  You will wrap up the essay with a solid conclusion.
