
 

This exam consists of multiple choice questions and writing (open responses).  Study these sections of your binder:  notes, classwork/homework, and vocabulary.  Bring a pencil, eraser, and water on exam day.  Eat breakfast too!
1. Part One:  Vocabulary and Word Choice

· Review vocabulary lists one to four (packets).
· Daily vocab.:  Focus only on words often confused (ex. word pairs like affect & effect).
· Review how to solve vocabulary analogies.

2. Part Two:  Grammar and Mechanics

· Distinguish between a complete sentence and a run-on or fragment. 
· Review your capitalization chart.  Know when to use capital letters in writing.

· Know all eight parts of speech and be able to identify how each is used in sentences.
3. Part Three:  Technical Writing

· Be sure to know the following:  sensory and action details, parts of a paragraph, parts of an essay, and the four purposes of writing.  Study the handout on “No Excuses” and how to set up final draft assignments.  Refer to the notes section of your binder.
4. Part Four:  Literary Terms

· Identify and apply your knowledge of setting, theme, irony, allusion, etc.  See notes.

5. Part Five:  Literature Anthology
· Review in the anthology and your binder, information on “Thank You, M’am,” “The Most Dangerous Game,” and “The Gift of the Magi.”  Look on my website or online for copies of each short story.
6. Part Six:  The Novel:   The Giver, The House on Mango Street, and A Separate Peace (honors only)
· Review your notes and written answers to questions on the novel(s).

7. Part Seven:  Writing Open Responses
· Be prepared to write an open-response paragraph (two for honors).  The topics will relate to The Giver, The House on Mango Street, and/or A Separate Peace (honors).
