Answer:  “…Other hours of the day were so carefully regulated,” explains the narrator.

Answer:  Jonas’ mother says, “You’re ready for the pills, that’s all.  That’s the treatment for Stirrings.”  and   Jonas reveals, “Always better, less rude, to talk about things that were the same.”
