Works Cited 

· Alphabetize all of the entries.  When alphabetizing entries, use the author’s or editor's last name, or use the first letter in the title if no author is given.

· Pay attention to every period, quote, comma, underline, and capital letter.
· Title it Works Cited (title not underlined or quoted), and type it.
· Notice that the second line—not the first—of an entry is indented.    

· Double space the entire document!  Do not bullet or number the entries.
Book by a Single Author or Editor in Print:
Author’s name. Title of the Book. City: Publishing Company, year of publication. Print.
Example:
Paulsen, Gary. The Beet Fields: Memories of a Sixteenth Summer. New York: Delacorte Press, 2000. Print.
Book by Multiple Authors in Print:
First author’s last name, first author’s first name and second author’s first and last name. Title of the Book. City: Publishing Company, year of publication. Print.
Example:
Block, Gay and Malka Drucker. Rescuers: Portraits of Moral Courage in the Holocaust. New York: Holmes & Meier Publishers, Inc., 

1992. Print.
Citing Articles from an Encyclopedia in Print:
Author’s last name, Author’s first name. “Title of the Article.” Name of the Encyclopedia. Edition. Year.  Print.

Example:
Ahrens, Richard A. “Carbohydrate.” The World Book Encyclopedia. 2009.  Print.

Work in an Anthology in Print:
Author of book last name, first name. Title of the Book. Editor/translator etc. year of original publication. Title of the Anthology. Ed. Last name, first name.  Place of publication: Publisher, date.  Pages.  Print. 

Example:
Douglass, Frederick. Narrative of the Life of Frederick Douglass, an American Slave, Written by Himself. 1845. Classic American 

Autobiographies. Ed. William L. Andrews and Henry Louis Gates, Jr. New York: Lib. of Amer., 2000. 267-368. Print.
Citing Articles from Scholarly Journals in Print:
Author’s last name, Author’s first name. “Title of the Article.” Title of the Journal. Volume No. Issue Number (year of publication): page numbers.  Print.
Example:
Pritchard, Kate. “Let’s Get This Party Started: Pump up the Volume.  Streaming Music is a Great Way to Connect with Older Kids.” 

School Library Journal. 56.3 (2010): 34-37. Print.
Citing Articles from Magazines in Print:
Author’s last name, Author’s first name. “Title of the Article.” Title of the Magazine. Day Month Year: page numbers. Print.
Example:
Lemonick, Michael D. and Andrew Goldstein. “At Your Own Risk: Some Patients Join Clinical Trials out of Desperation, Others to Help Medicine Advance. Who is to Blame If They Get Sick – Or Even Die?” Time. 22 Apr. 2002: 46-54. Print.
Citing Articles from Newspapers in Print:
Author’s last name, Author’s first name. “Title of the Article.” Title of the Newspaper. Day Month Year, edition: Section page numbers. Print.
Example:
Dwyer, Jim.  “Yeats Meets the Digital Age, Full of Passionate Intensity.”  New York Times. 20 July 2008, early ed., Arts and Leisure 

sec.: 1+.  Print.
Citing a Web Source:
1. Name of the author, compiler, director, editor, narrator, performer, or translator of the work (if not available…use the title)
2. Title of the work (italicized if the work is independent; in quotation marks if the work is part of a larger work)
3. Title of the overall Web site (italicized), if distinct from item 2

4. Version or edition used 

5. Publisher or sponsor of the site; if not available, use N.p.
6. Date of publication (day, month, and year, as available); if nothing is available, use n.d.
7. Medium of publication (Web) 

8. Date of access (day, month, and year)

Citing the Gale Biography in Context:

Author’s last name, first name. “Title of the article.” Title of Book.  Place of publication: Publisher, year.  Gale Biography in Context.  Web. Day month year you accessed the information. 

Example:
"Maya Angelou." Encyclopedia of World Biography. Detroit: Gale, 1998. Gale Biography in Context. Web. 1 Feb. 2011.
Citing Articles from Scholarly Journals in an Online Database:
Author’s last name, Author’s first name. “Title of the Article.” Title of the Journal. Volume No. Issue Number (year of publication): page numbers.  Title of the database.  Web.  Date of access.
Example:
Tolson, Nancy. “Making Books Available: The Role of Early Libraries, Librarians, and Booksellers in the Promotion of African American Children’s Literature.” African American Review 32.1 (1998): 9-16. JSTOR. Web. 5 June 2008.
Citing Articles from Magazines or Newspapers found in an Online Database:
Author’s last name, Author’s first name. “Title of the Article.” Title of the Magazine/Newspaper. Day Month Year: page numbers. Title of the database.  Web.  Date of access.
Example:
France, Anatole. “Pour la Paix, pour la Liberté.” New Age 5 Sept. 1907: 297-98. The Modernist Journals Project. Web. 5 June 2008.
Citing a Film or Videorecording:
Title of the Film. Name of the Director. Name of Performer. Year of original release. Distributor, year.  Medium. 
Example:
West Side Story. Dir. Robert Wise & Jerome Robbins. Perf. Natalie Wood. 1961. MGM, 1998. Videocassette.
Citing a Television or Radio Program:
“Title of the Episode.” Title of the Program or Series. Name of Network. Call letters, city of local station. Broadcast date.  Medium of reception.
Example:
“The Phantom of Corleone.” Narr. Steve Kroft. Sixty Minutes. CBS. WCBS, New York, 10 Dec. 2006. Television. 

Citing a digital file (PDF, JPEG, MP3 etc):
Determine the kind of work you are citing (e.g., a book, a typescript, a photograph, a sound recording) and cite accordingly. In the place reserved for the medium of publication, put the digital file format, followed by the word file, e.g. PDF file, Microsoft Word file, JPEG file, MP3 file, XML file, or just Digital file if unsure.
Example:
American Council of Learned Societies. Commission on Cyberinfrastructure for the Humanities and Social Sciences. Our Cultural Commonwealth. New York: ACLS, 2006. PDF file.
