Notes


· Note:  Do not put yourself in the paper.  Do not write, “I think…”
· Instead of using personal pronouns (I, we, us, you), use words in the 
third-person point-of-view such as people, individuals, members of

society, proponents, opponents, someone, one, a person, etc.
· Revisit the thesis statement:  
Do not merely re-state the thesis. Remind the reader of your overall argument by re-wording the points in the thesis.
· Revisit the introduction:  
Make a reference to the technique you used in the introductory paragraph.  Make a final mention of the definition, quote, question, little story, fact, etc. with which you began the paper.  

· Revisit your points:  
Review the most important ideas you have discussed in the body of the research essay without just listing them.  What does the reader learn from reading your research paper?

· Write a fresh closing sentence (or two):  

1. End with a thoughtful quotation from one of the articles.

2. End with a prediction about where this topic is heading.
3. End with a question about the debate.
EXAMPLE

The idea that dying through suicide is dying “with dignity” is preposterous. The Catholic Pope reminds all Christians that abortion and suicide are sins. With legalized aid-in-dying, there are too many loopholes that jeopardize disability rights and the rights of the elderly. Morally for the patient and ethically for the doctor, there are too many risks. Doctors make mistakes in diagnosing patients, and some who are diagnosed with a terminal illness do recover. Insurance companies who do not want to pay the expense of end-of-life care may encourage doctors to counsel the weak and the helpless to end their lives. Dying patients may choose suicide out of a fear that they are burdens to their families. In reality, pain medication during the hospice process is sufficient relief. Life is a gift, so why should people interfere with what is a natural process?
