DESCRIPTION: This course will follow the curriculum of the College Prep 11th Grade English class taught with accommodations and modifications for each individual students’ needs and goals. 

 CLASSROOM CONDUCT: 
1. We will work together as a class to build a positive classroom environment in which every student gives and receives respect.  All students should feel comfortable vocalizing their opinions, asking questions, and taking academic risks.
2. All policies and rules established by AHS applies to this classroom.
· No food allowed in the classroom
· Water only for beverages
· Cell phones and electronic players are not allowed in the classroom.  Students will put their cell phones and/or electronic players in the tech base at the beginning of class and retrieve them at the end of class.  If you are found with a cell phone you will receive the following consequence:
· First offense the cell phone will be confiscated for the remainder of the class period and will result in a detention. 
· Second offense the cell phone will be confiscated until the end of the day.
· If cell phone is out during an exam or quiz you will receive a 0.






TARDIES:
1. Students must be in their seat when the bell rings.  If you enter the class late without a pass you are considered tardy.
· 1st offense – warning
· 2nd offense – 15 minute detention after school
· 3rd offense – 30 minute detention after school
· Failure to show up for a teacher detention will result in an office 
referral and an office detention

1. Upon the return from an excused absence, the student is responsible for finding out what they missed and turn in any missing assignments by the end of the week.
