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The BE-attitudes of Mrs. Pancoast's Class

1. BE Present

· If you miss more than 5 days per quarter course, you will lose credit in that course. (Refer to student handbook.)

· There will be no make-up work on unexcused absences.

· If you are absent on the due date, your assignment will be due the next day you are in class.

· Tests, labs and quizzes must be made up within one week of the absence or a grade of zero can be recorded.

2. BE on time

· Detentions will be assigned to anyone consistently late for class without a pass.

· Two beginning class mini-quiz questions are given on the homework as soon as class begins. They are considered part of your class work grade and they cannot be made up if you are tardy or absent.

3. BE prepared

· Notebook, pen and pencil, and covered textbook should be brought to each class.

· A folder is required for handouts. DO NOT use your book as a folder!

· You are responsible for your book and you will be expected to pay for the replacement cost of the book, or anything else used in class or lab, that is damaged or lost.

· Take care of all bodily needs BEFORE class - eating, drinking, trips to the bathroom.

· You need to be appropriately dressed for class (see student handbook dress code) and labs or you will be unable to participate.  No open-toed shoes or sandals during certain labs. 

4. BE Responsible

· Complete all assignments ON TIME! Late work will be half off; only one day late allowed. Always check the homework board or my website at http://schools.amesburyma.gov/webpages/lpancoast/ under the calendar icon.

· Assignments are late if they are not passed in when collected in class.

· If you are absent, it is YOUR responsibility to find out what you missed. Do not expect me to check with you. Check the absent box for hand-outs.

· Power point slides and helpful web links are also on my web site. The password is my last name.

5. BE a participant

· Participate in class discussions, group work, labs, and class work. 

· All students begin with 50 pts. for participation/behavior per quarter. Points can be lost by being off task or off topic and can be re-earned by serving a detention – 10 min./point.

6. BE the best you can be

· Your grades will be determined on a point basis. Each assignment, lab, quiz or test will be worth a certain number of points.

· The total number of points you earn will be divided by the total number of points possible, and a percentage will determine your grade.
