a personal
· The direct object is the person or thing that receives the action of the verb.

· When the direct object is a person or people (or a pet), an a is placed before the direct object; this is called the a personal (*remember that a + el contracts to al)
· Ex.1: Anoche llamé a Pablo por teléfono. = Last night I phoned Pablo.
· Ex.2: Loli caminó al perro. = Loli walked the dog.
· To ask who receives the action of a verb, use ¿A quién?
· Ex.: ¿A quién invitaste a la fiesta? = Whom did you invite to the party?
