indirect object pronouns
Ex.1: Le compro leche a mi madre. = I buy milk for my mother.


Find the i.o. - For whom do I buy milk? my mother


Signal/replace the i.o. - mi madre is ella form > le


Place the i.o. – directly before the conjugated verb:


Le compro leche. = I buy her milk / I buy milk for her.

Ex.2: Ana va a escribirnos a tú y yo. = Ana is going to write to


   you and me.  * the direct object is understood (letter?)


Find the i.o. - To whom is Ana going to write? you and I

Signal/replace the i.o. – tú y yo is nostoros form > nos

Place the i.o. – directly before the conjugated verb:



Ana nos va a escribir. 


OR



Ana va a escribirnos. = Ana is going to write to us.

Ex.3: Les estamos comprando un regalo a nuestros padres. = 

 
   We are buying a gift for our parents.


Find the i.o. - For whom are we buying a gift? our parents


Signal/replace the i.o. – nuestros padres is ellos form > les


Place the i.o. – directly before the conjugated verb:



Les estamos comprando un regalo. 


OR



Estamos comprándoles un regalo. = We’re buying them
