Infinitives
· Most verbs are words that show action

· The basic form of a verb is called the infinitive

· In English the infinitive has the word “to” in front of it

· Ex.: to dance
· In Spanish the infinitive is the verb in its original form, meaning “to___”

· Ex.: bailar = to dance

· All Spanish infinitives end in –ar, -er or –ir
· Ex.: cantar, leer, escribir
Expressing Agreement or Disagreement

· To agree with someone about what he/she likes, use a mí también

· Ex.: Me gusta mucho nadar. = I like to swim a lot.
A mí también. = Me too.
· To agree with someone about what he/she dislikes, use a mí tampoco
· Ex.: No me gusta patinar. = I don’t like to skate.

A mí tampoco. = Me neither.
