direct object pronouns

*a direct object receives the action of the verb

*a direct object pronoun replaces a direct object, in order to 

  avoid repeating the direct object
*to find the direct object in a sentence, ask:

  whom or what + subject + verb?

*direct object pronouns agree with the direct object in number 

  and gender

	yo                  me  (me)
	nosotros                nos  (us)

	tú                  te  (you)
	vosotros                os  (you)

	él,ella,Ud.    lo,la  (him,her,it,you)
	ellos,ellas,Uds.    los,las  (them,you)


*direct object pronouns come directly before the conjugated verb OR can be attached to an infinitive, affirmative tú command or present participle (add accent < ándo, iéndo)
Ex.:  Saqué las fotos el año pasado. = I took the photos last year.

*to find the d.o. ask “What did I take last year?” > photos
*to replace the d.o., use las because las fotos is feminine 
  plural
*rewrite the sentence, placing las directly before the verb and eliminating the d.o.:


Las saqué el año pasado. = I took them last year.
