plurals of adjectives
· Adjectives must agree with the noun they modify in gender (masculine or feminine) and number (singular or plural).
· If an adjective ends in a vowel, add –s to form the plural; if an adjective ends in a consonant, add –es to form the plural.

Ex. 1: La leche es buena para la salud, pero los pasteles son malos para la salud. = Milk is good for your health, but pastries are bad for your health.

Ex. 2: Los deportes son muy populares para mantener la salud. = Sports are very popular to maintain one’s health. 

· When an adjective describes more than one person or thing, including both masculine and feminine nouns, the masculine plural form of the adjective is used.
Ex.: La pizza y el helado son sabrosos. = Pizza and ice cream are delicious.

· The adjective mucho(a) means a lot of and muchos (as) means many.
