Course Expectations




Español – Señora Williams

1. You will need lined paper and a writing utensil. A 3-ring binder with plenty of lined filler paper is strongly recommended; a notebook and a folder may also be used to take notes, complete exercises and hold handouts, worksheets, tests and quizzes. Paper and writing utensils will not be provided.

2. Come to class prepared! Always bring your book, binder and a writing utensil.

3. Textbooks must be covered at all times to protect them. Do not write in or stuff papers in your textbook because this will cause the bindings to come apart. If you lose, damage or write in your textbook, you will have to pay for it to be replaced. There may be random, unannounced book checks for a quiz grade.

4. Chewing gum, eating and drinking anything but water in class is not allowed.

5. The use of all electronic devices, including cell phones and MP3 players, is not allowed.  Per handbook rules, cell phones must be TURNED OFF from 7:30-2:30.  Students who violate this rule will face disciplinary action, including taking the phone away for the day, detention and/or office referral.

6. Hats, visors and hoods are not allowed to be worn in the classroom.

7. Tests will be given at the end of each chapter. Tests and projects will count for 40% of your quarter grade.

8. Quizzes will be given frequently on vocabulary and grammar concepts and will count for 20% of your quarter grade.

9. Homework will be assigned and checked often. You must also correct your homework assignments as we review them; corrected assignments may be randomly collected. You will receive one of the following marks for every assignment:

 = homework is complete and corrected – 100%

I = homework is incomplete/not finished or not corrected – 50%

0 = homework is not done – 0%

       
Homework not done cannot be made up. Homework will count for 10% of your quarter grade.
10. Class participation is essential in the study of a world language and will count for 20% of your quarter grade. Class participation includes attendance, bringing all necessary materials to class, volunteering, responding individually and in groups and/or pairs, being respectful of others, and paying attention. You will be graded twice each quarter, at progress report and end of the quarter, according to the attached class participation rubric. Each of these grades will count twice.  All graded or checked class work, as well as computer lab work and work assigned when there is a substitute teacher, will also count toward class participation.
11. Work missed due to excused absence may be made up. You will have at least the number of days absent in which to complete your missed work. You should see me for missed work as soon as you return to school. If you miss class due to a field trip, tardiness or dismissal, you must see me to get any assignments and pass in any work due that day – if you are in the building, you are responsible for that day's work. 

12. A midterm and final exam will be given. The midterm exam will count for 10% of your first quarter grade, and the final exam will count for 10% of your second quarter grade.  You must earn a minimum final course grade, the average of both quarter grades, of 70% in order to enroll in the next level Spanish course.

13. All assignments for this class must be completed by you without help, including translation websites, or you will receive a zero for the assignment. You may also face discipline for cheating or plagiarism.  You may use an online dictionary to look up words but using a website to translate phrases, sentences or paragraphs is not acceptable.

14. Grades will be posted regularly by student ID number in the classroom. Detailed progress reports showing all graded assignments are available upon request via e-mail or paper printout.

15. Extra help and test/quiz make up is available during A block and by appointment after school.
