Subject Pronouns

· Subject pronouns take the place of a noun that is the subject of a sentence

· The subject pronouns form the conjugation chart in Spanish:

· The vosotras form is only used in a few areas

· Use vosotros(as) to talk to friends, classmates, family members, pets and children younger than you

· Use Uds. to talk to elders only in places where vosotros is used OR to talk to any people everywhere else

· In areas where the vosotros form is used, Uds. means you plural, formal – everywhere else (and for our purposes) Uds. means you plural familiar and formal

· Use tú when you talk to a friend, classmate, family member, child younger than you or pet

· Use Ud. when you talk to an adult or person older than you, including a person you address with a title – señor, señora, señorita, professor(a)
