3. If you have more than one unexcused absence or more than two unexcused tardies a semester you will no longer be allowed to be part of the Select Choir.  We have an extremely limited rehearsal time and it is imperative that every singer is at every rehearsal.
4. Be at all scheduled performances.  (Scheduled school performances as well as community performances. As much notice as possible will be given as new events are added to the calendar.)
