1. Log into scripzone.com by using your new or existing id and chose AMSPAG (no 
space) as the Group/Team. 

2. Choose payment method.
• By paying to the group coordinator (cash or check) AMS PAG receives the % 

listed for each retailer.  To generate more $ for our kids choose this option. 
• By paying by credit card AMS PAG receives 3% less than the % listed for each 

retailer.  
3. Chose the gift cards you want.
4. Pick the delivery method.  Pick-up at AMS or send home with children.
5. Send your cash/check in an envelope marked “PAG Gift Cards” with your child into 

school or bring it into the office yourself.  Checks payable to AMS PAG.

Registration Open 
Our Neighbors’ Table is now accepting registrations for the 2018 Summer Lunch 
Program.  This program will offer extra groceries each week to families in need living in 
one of the twelve communities we serve.  The groceries will be designed to assist 
families in providing healthy breakfast, lunch, and snacks for their children during the 
summer months. The program is geared towards children in all grades. 

How to participate:  Pre-registration is mandatory and will be accepted on a rolling 
basis until all of the slots are filled.  

How to pre-register? The registration process is easy. To register, simply phone Our 
Neighbors Table at 978-388-1907 and tell our receptionist that you’d like to register 
for our Summer Lunch Program. Our receptionist will take your name and contact info 
and that’s it, you are registered. With the help of ONT staff, you will need to fill out a 
simple application upon your first visit to pick up your summer lunch items. There isn’t 
a financial requirement to be eligible to participate in our Summer Lunch Program, 
however, priority will be given to families whose children are eligible to receive the 
free or reduced meals programs through the Public School System.  

When does the Summer Lunch Program run?  July 5th through August 25th  

Where to pick up your groceries and at what time?  At Our Neighbors’ Table,                                                  
on Wednesday from 12pm – 3pm, Thursday from 3pm-6pm or Friday and Saturday 
from 9am-12pm.
